A 17- Day Safari in Tanzania & Kenya (including Mt Hanang & Lake Eyasi)

	Day 1

You will be met at the Airport to start the “Adventure of a Lifetime”. We will take you to The 

Arusha Coffee Lodge, situated on what is reputed to be the largest coffee estate in Tanzania, designed around the original plantation houses,it offers splendid views of Mt Meru, in extremely comfortable settings, and beautiful grounds. Dinner and a relaxing night

Day 2

After breakfast we will to Lake Manyara via the Mto wa Mbu village, with its huge craft market. We enter the park for your first “game drive” .Lake Manyara itself is a shallow alkaline lake at the base of the Western Rift Valley. , with a wide diversity of scenery, ranging from thick acacia woodland to open grassy floodplains. You will see elephants, buffaloes, giraffes, hippos. The Park is famous for its unique tree climbing lions. There are some unusual hot springs near the Lake. Dinner and overnight at Migunga Tented Camp

Day 3.

Today we drive to  the Tarangire National Park., which is more densely wooded than the other parks, primarily covered in acacia woodland studded with the iconic Baobab Trees. After a picnic lunch, you will go to the Tarangire River which attracts a large range of mammals and birds. You might see over 500 elephants in their family groups during the course of the day. The bird life is spectacular ranging from Fish Eagles and Palmnut Vultures, storks, and brightly coloured barbets. Dinner and Overnight at the Migunga Tented  Camp
Day 4
The next day after breakfast, we drive from Tarangire to the Mt Hanang District to visit the

Barabaig people, traditional enemies of the Masai, these Nilotic people have abandoned the nomadic life for keeping their herds around the Katesh area  You will camp in our tents near Mt Hanang.

Day 5

Today we will visit the Barabaig, to learn about their culture and history from a special guide, who will visit the homes of the Barabaig –Dinner and overnight at the camp

Day 6
Today will visit another unusual tribe, the Bushmen or Hadza.We  will drive to Lake Eyasi, home of the Bushmen or Hadza People. The Bushmen who are the oldest tribe in East Africa still live by hunting and gathering.. The men hunt with poisoned arrows, and collect honey, whilst the women and children forage for edible roots, seeds and fruits .Baboons are a favoured delicacy and tradition has it that a Hadza man must kill 5 baboons to prove himself before he marries. The traditional dress of these people are hides decorated with shells –We will meet the Bushmen and learn about their culture which has hardly changed for thousands of years.You may have a chance to see the men hunting, and hear their “click” language belonging to a minority group of African languages of which only 30 variations exist in the whole continent spoken by  fewer than 20, 000 individuals-Dinner & overnight at The Kisima Tented Camp
Day 7

After breakfast, we will again visit the Hadza to see how they hunt then after lunch ,we will drive to the legendary N’Gorongoro Crater.After an overview of the vast crater at the N’Gorongoro Viewpoint, we will enter the Crater. A full “Game Drive” follows where you hopefully will see black rhinos, basking hippos, lions, elephants and some of the amazing bird life which lives in the crater, the extraordinary Kori Buzzard, flamingos, ostriches  and many more.. The N’Gorongoro Crater animals never leave the vast extinct volcano crater surrounded by its 600m high walls, and it has one of the densest wild animal populations in the whole of Africa. Dinner and overnight back at the Crater Forest Tented Camp.
Day 8

Another full day in the Crater with a picnic lunch, and late evening we return to our tented camp for dinner and overnight at The crater forest Tented Camp

Day 9

The next day,we will drive to the Serengeti, You will leave the Crater Ring and drive across the plains of the Serengeti to the famous Olduvai Gorge, where the Leakeys discovered the bones and footprints of our “hominid”  ancestors –you will visit the museum, which relates the history of the discoveries and where there are some interesting remains on display. Later you will go on another “Game Drive” on the way to the Mbuzi Mawe Tented Camp, for dinner & overnight. You will notice the dense slowly ,gathering herds of  grazing animals like Wildebeest and their zebra “out-riders”, getting ready for the move into Kenya

Day 10

A full day’s Game Drive in the Serengeti. You will hopefully see lions, hyena, leopards, and elephants, as well as the herds of grazing animals moving towards the Grumeti River. Overnight at The Grumeti Tented Camp

Days 11 –A full day observing the movements of the herds bunching up towards the river-Hopefully we will catch the moment when they all decide to cross a truly magnificent spectacle. Overnight at The Grumeti Tented Camp

Day 12 -Today we will have a game drive before breakfast as the sun rises , return to the hotel for breakfast and then return to the park until lunch. After lunch we will pack our bags and move to another lodge The Kirawira Tented Lodge with another game drive on the way-We too are moving with the herds to the Mara.

Day 13

Today we move into The Masai Mara in Kenya crossing at the Isibania Border Post, where we will collect our visas The Masai Mara is world famous for its great herds of grazing animals. All the "Big Five" are found here. The Mara offers wildlife in such a variety and abundance that it is difficult to believe. There are 450 species of animals recorded here. You will easily see lions, rhinos, hippos, crocodiles, giraffe, wildebeest, zebra, buffalo, warthogs,
hyena, jackals, wild dogs, leopards, elephants and many kinds of antelopes. The herds move to the Mara from Tanzania in search of water and fresh grazing. Following on their heels
are their predators, lions, cheetah, wild dogs, jackals, hyena, and vultures. Dinner and overnight at the Sarova Mara camp.

Day 14Another full day following the herds. Dinner and overnight at the Sarova Mara Camp
Day 15

After breakfast an interesting drive to Lake Nakuru National Park which lies in the Great Rift Valley. The park comprises of an eco-system, based around the lake, of grasslands studded with acacia trees. The lake is an alkaline soda lake, and its abundance of algae attracts the vast quantity of flamingos that famously line the shore. Other birds also flourish in the area, as do warthogs, baboons and other large mammals. Black and White rhinos have also been introduced. You will continue your game drive until dusk. Dinner & Overnight at the Sarova Lion Hill Lodge
Day 16

After an early start, we head for the Samburu National Park. The Samburu is noted for its spectacular scenic beauty, its rivers and forests, because there are permanent springs and an abundance of wildlife including, leopard, hippo, elephants, lion, giraffe and zebra and lurking
in the Ewaso Nyiro River, crocodiles. The area is home to at least 365 bird species. Overnight at the Samburu Tented Lodge
Day 17

A short game drive before we head to Nairobi with lunch on the way –A shower in your day from at The Serena Lodge and to the Airport for your flight home
